SUGGESTED CLASSROOM USAGE

This novel would be best used in a way that allows learners to read at their own pace and then
discuss. Its strength lies in its exploration of themes and perspective, not in its plot, making it
less engaging as a read-aloud. If used for literature circles, the discussions would likely be
richest if the reading was broken into not more than two chunks, due to the style and size of the
novel.

Plot description:

Ivan is captured as an infant, initially living with an American couple until he becomes too big
and he is relocated to a tiny cage as the featured star of a mall menagerie. When a baby
elephant moves to an adjacent cage, Ivan is determined to find a way to get her a fuller, happier
life. He uses crayons to draw a better home for her and an attentive child interprets and posts
his art, launching a public outcry that results in relocation to better environments for both the
elephant and Ivan.

Related Comments:

This story is inspired by the true story of a gorilla who was caged alone until a public outcry led
to his relocation to a more enriched environment. Themes include creative problem-solving,
determination, and friendship. Ivan accepts his own monotonous life but the plight of his baby
elephant neighbour rouses him to action. The novel is presented from the perspective of the
animals, creating both humour and poignant reactions. The predicable outcome may diminish
engagement for some readers.
